LIFE GROUP GOD-ENCOUNTER INSTRUCTIONS

April 6-19, 2017

You have spent three weeks pressing in to increase your recognition, understanding, expression, and experience of intimacy. Now, again, you will focus on particularly applying what you have discovered to your relationship with Holy Spirit.

Remember, in numerous prophetic words, we have gained insight into the timing and will of God – that it is His will for this to be a season of increase in our intimacy with God, the Holy Spirit. Expect His grace to flow to you, enabling you to embrace, respond to and be changed by the amazing work that God is doing in this time.

Spend several days reading and thinking about the following scriptures. Ask Holy Spirit to give you understanding of the truth conveyed in each of the scriptures. 

John 7:38-39 NASU

He who believes in Me, as the Scripture said, From his innermost being will flow rivers of living water.'"  But this He spoke of the Spirit, whom those who believed in Him were to receive…

John 14:16-17 NASU

I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may be with you forever; that is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you. 

1 Corinthians 3:16 NASU

Do you not know that you are a temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you? 

Psalms 139:7-12 New Living Translation

I can never escape from your Spirit! I can never get away from your presence!

If I go up to heaven, you are there; if I go down to the grave, you are there.

If I ride the wings of the morning, if I dwell by the farthest oceans, even there your hand will guide me, and your strength will support me.

I could ask the darkness to hide me and the light around me to become night—but even in darkness I cannot hide from you. To you the night shines as bright as day. Darkness and light are the same to you.

Intensify your encounters by making the following questions your focus for the remaining days until our next meeting:

· How do you describe the One who is in you?
· What is the effect of His Presence in you?

JOURNAL WHAT YOU ARE OBSERVING, LEARNING, DETERMINING; BECOMING.
Come to the next meeting (April 19) prepared -- having read, meditated, and journaled using this assignment as your focus. 

· Write a summary of your observations, experiences, and revelations to be read aloud in the group meeting.   Or focus on one revealed truth that impacted you and your daily living, and share about that one thing. 

· Make the emphasis of your sharing on your self-discoveries and conclusions, rather than on the process by which you gained them.  Include an illustration or illustrations from your living that occurred in the past two weeks. 

· Remember that your sharing must be written.  Do not improvise as you read, but stick to your written text.  Each individual sharing time should be close to 5 minutes.
