Life Group Encounter 5/2/18-5/16/18

Romans 8:36-37
36 Just as it is written, “FOR YOUR SAKE WE ARE BEING PUT TO DEATH ALL DAY LONG; WE WERE CONSIDERED AS SHEEP TO BE SLAUGHTERED.”  37 But in all these things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us.

Part I – The Word
In your own words, what do these verses say?  Summarize them in simpler sentences or phrases.  
Read Psalm 44.  Verse 22 is quoted by Paul in Romans 8:36.  
What is Holy Spirit revealing to you through these verses?  Through the Sunday messages or other Scripture you are reading?
Part II – My Life
What is going on in your life right now?
How is the Word evident in your life?   How are your experiences being affected?  What are you are hoping/expecting will change because of the Word in you?
Write a testimony about how the Word is becoming real to you.

Part III – Going Further (optional)
Romans 8:37 says, “But in all these things, we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us.”

“Overwhelmingly conquer” is a phrase that is translated “to gain a surpassing victory” and “to be more than a conqueror.”
Meditate on what this means, asking Holy Spirit to open your eyes to see the vastness of the victory that we have in Christ.

Revelation 12:11

What victories are you experiencing through Holy Spirit?  What are you conquering?  Read Romans 8:36-37 again.  These verses reveal that victory is something that takes place DESPITE something else. Write out some statements that clearly describe what you are conquering, what is your “surpassing victory” in Christ Jesus.
