Life Group Encounter 4/4/18-4/18/18

Romans 8:31-34
31 What then shall we say to these things?  If God is for us, who is against us?  32 He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him over for us all, how will He not also with Him freely give us all things?  33 Who will bring a charge against God's elect?  God is the one who justifies; 34 who is the one who condemns?

Part I – The Word

In your own words, what do these verses say?  Summarize them in simpler sentences or phrases.  
Note all the words that express the “corporate-ness” and “unlimited-ness” of God.

What is Holy Spirit revealing to you through these verses?  Through the Sunday messages or other Scripture you are reading?

Part II – My Life

What is going on in your life right now?  How is the Word addressing these things?   

What are you are hoping/expecting will change because of the Word in you?

Write a testimony about how the Word is becoming real in your life.

Part III – Going Further (optional)
We have been on a journey with Holy Spirit through Romans 8.  Throughout this journey, we have had various encounters and experiences. They have included revelation, transformation, renewal, as well as a letting go of some things.  

There is much to be thankful for and celebrate together.  We have come so far! However, there is still MORE.   The pinnacle of Romans 8 is, quite possibly, within the final verses of the chapter.   Let us press on through this final part of the journey with much expectation and hope.

Consider the following about your personal journey through Romans 8 so far:

· What evidence do you have in your life that the Word is, and has been, living and active in you?  

· What has been most memorable to you in this journey?  What has been the most motivational?

· What has been difficult for you?  What have you overcome along the way?

The definition of “say” is: to utter words so as to convey information, an opinion, a feeling or intention, or an instruction.  It is to make a statement, but it also includes the attitude and beliefs behind that statement.

Romans 8:31 asks a valuable question: “What then shall we say to these things?”

Read the following passages:

Proverbs 18:20-21

Ephesians 4:15

Luke 6:45

Write out some statements of truth about what God has done and is doing through your life in this journey.  Be intentional in saying these things in situations where Holy Spirit leads.
