LIFE GROUP GOD-ENCOUNTER INSTRUCTIONS

May 4 – May 17, 2017

May 17 is the last Life Group meeting for this season. Groups will begin again in September.
Consider the following verse:

2 Corinthians 3:17 Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. NASU
Apostle Bob’s version: Now where the Spirit is Lord there is freedom. 
Ask yourself:

· Where is the Spirit Lord in my life – in what areas of my life? (Be specific.)

· Because He is Lord in that area of my life, what am I liberated from?  What freedom do I experience?

· Is there any area of my life over which the Spirit is not Lord? What do I observe or experience as the result of the absence of His lordship? 

Read the following scriptures.

· Comparing the truth of having become free AND having become slaves. 

· Mediate on how those truths apply to your life, especially how they apply to each area of your life as examined in the first exercise.

Luke 1:38 And Mary said, "Behold, the bondslave of the Lord; may it be done to me according to your word." NASU

Romans 6:15-18

15 What then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace? May it never be! 16 Do you not know that when you present yourselves to someone as slaves for obedience, you are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin resulting in death, or of obedience resulting in righteousness? 17 But thanks be to God that though you were slaves of sin, you became obedient from the heart to that form of teaching to which you were committed, 18 and having been freed from sin, you became slaves of righteousness. NASU
1 Peter 2:16 Act as free men, and do not use your freedom as a covering for evil, but use it as bondslaves of God. NASU

· Write a summary of your observations, experiences, and revelations, or focus on one revealed truth that affected you and your daily living, and share about that one thing. 

· Make the main emphasis of your sharing on your self-discoveries and conclusions, rather than on the process by which you gained them.  Include an illustration from your life that actually occurred in the past two weeks.
