Life Group Encounter 5/16/18-6/6/18

Romans 8:38-39
38 For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, 39 nor height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, will be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Part I – The Word
In your own words, what do these verses say?  Summarize them in simpler sentences or phrases.  
What words stand out to you?  
What is Holy Spirit revealing to you through these verses?  Through the Sunday messages or other Scripture you are reading?
Part II – My Life
How is the Word becoming evident in your life?   What is Holy Spirit doing in your life that corresponds to what He is revealing in the Word?  What are you still hoping/expecting will change?
Write a testimony about how the Word is becoming real to you.

Part III – Going Further (optional)
Romans 8:38 begins:  “For I am convinced…”

Convinced means to be persuaded or confident of. 
Read Romans 8 in its entirety.  Go back and read some of your previous Life Group sharings.

Write out some things that you are convinced are true because of the encounters you have had with the Word and Holy Spirit.  You can include anything you have discovered throughout this season in Life Group.

Create one or more declarations stating what you are convinced of.  Here are some examples:

I am convinced that God does not condemn me for past mistakes, so I should not either.

I am convinced that Holy Spirit can be the leader of my thoughts and emotions and choices.
I am convinced that my doubts and shortcomings do not disqualify me.

Summarize these things in a prayer.  Take the time to speak back to God what He has already released to you throughout this journey.  Some things have manifest already, but some things are still to be hoped for.  Speak freely with Him about this, thanking and praising Him for both.
