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There is an incredible force of God moving in the Heavens and the earth right now.  It is the Spirit of God’s 
might and power.  It is raw, unadulterated power that prevails over all other power.  This power resides 
in God and is described in the Bible in great detail.  In Genesis 17, God introduces Himself to Abram as 
God Almighty.  He is El Shaddai, God the ALL POWERFUL ONE.  Ultimate power and might belong to Him.  
He is the Immutable One (meaning He will not be denied) as His purposes and promises stand – He is the 
same yesterday, today and forever.  The power of His Word establishes the government of His Kingdom.  
He Himself is self-existent.  Creator and Life-Giver to all that exists.  Through His declaration and speaking 
comes the release of His power to accomplish His purposes.  No one can hold back His hand when He 
moves.  His righteous right arm executes His will and moves in His power and might. 
 
God is saying NOW is the time to move with Him in power.  There is a cadence and a sound in His power 
that is calling us to His side.  Along with His power is His strategy, wisdom, and understanding.  Holy Spirit 
will give us insight and knowledge and direct us as we move in God’s power.

he will stir up his zeal [His jealousy for what is His, this releases His power]; with a shout he will raise 
the battle cry [the sound and call to gather in His power] and will triumph over his enemies. 
14 “For a long time I have kept silent, I have been quiet and held myself back [the timing of God for His 
power and might is strategic]. But now, like a woman in childbirth, I cry out, I gasp and pant [release of 
His power to birth, to break open the way, to push].

16 But I have raised you up for this very purpose, that I might show you my power and that 
my name might be proclaimed in all the earth.
