LIFE GROUP GOD-ENCOUNTER INSTRUCTIONS
March 16 – April 5 (three weeks)

Each day, identify a word that describes a characteristic or result of intimacy. 
Write the word on your calendar or in some place that will bring it to your attention numerous times throughout that day.

Let the descriptive word be your determined focus in your daily relationships with the following:

· God the Father, Jesus, and Holy Spirit

· Your spouse (if applicable) and family 
· Fellow members of the Body of Christ

Start each day with a new descriptive word relating to the pursuit, expression, experience, and relationship of intimacy. Identify the new word early each morning or at the end of the previous day. Be sure to write it down where you will see it throughout the day.

In your daily time in the Word of God, expect to find scriptures that give added meaning to your understanding of intimacy. Discovering the multiple meanings of your descriptive word may also enhance this encounter experience. 
You may repeat a descriptive word in the three weeks, but do not repeat it on consecutive days. Press in to identify as many different descriptive words as possible, allowing Holy Spirit to help you.
You are encouraged to ask other Life Group participants to share their descriptive word with you, but do not use their descriptive word for your own unless you are so led by Holy Spirit.
JOURNAL WHAT YOU ARE OBSERVING, LEARNING, DETERMINING; BECOMING.
Come to the next meeting (April 5) prepared -- having read, meditated, and journaled using this assignment as your focus. 

· Write a summary of your observations, experiences, and revelations to be read aloud in the group meeting.   Or focus on one revealed truth that impacted you and your daily living, and share about that one thing. 

· Make the emphasis of your sharing on your self-discoveries and conclusions, rather than on the process by which you gained them.  Include an illustration or illustrations from your living that occurred in the past three weeks. 

· Remember that your sharing must be written.  Do not improvise as you read, but stick to your written text.  Each individual sharing time should be very close to 5 minutes. (Please read and time your sharing before LG in order to insure it is the appropriate length.)
