Romans 8:24-26
24 For in hope we have been saved, but hope that is seen is not hope; for who hopes for what he already sees?  25 But if we hope for what we do not see, with perseverance we wait eagerly for it.  26 In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words;

In your own words, what do these verses say?  Summarize them in simpler sentences or phrases.  Continue to consider the significance of the words “we” and “us” in Romans 8.
When you read these verses, which words or phrases stand out to you?  What do these words or phrases mean?
What is Holy Spirit revealing to you through these verses?  Through the Sunday messages or other Scripture you are reading?
Part II – My Life
What is going on in your life right now?
How is the Word addressing these things?   How are your thoughts or actions different?  How are your experiences affected?  

Write a testimony about how the Word is becoming real in your life.
Part III – Going Further (optional)
Read the following verses:

 Isaiah 40: 28-31  “Do you not know? Have you not heard?
The Everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth
Does not become weary or tired.
His understanding is inscrutable.
He gives strength to the weary,
And to him who lacks might He increases power.
Though youths grow weary and tired,
And vigorous young men stumble badly,
Yet those who wait for the Lord
Will gain new strength;
They will mount up with wings like eagles,
They will run and not get tired,
They will walk and not become weary.”

1 Corinthians 6:17 “But the one who joins himself to the Lord is one spirit with Him.”
Meditate on these verses as well as verses 24-26 of Romans 8.  Consider verse 26 in the King James Version: 

“Likewise, the Spirit also helpeth (to take hold with another) our infirmities (weakness of the body or mind, moral frailty, disease, sickness, feebleness)…”

Write out a declaration that proclaims the truth about Holy Spirit’s power in your life.  Speak it out loud and EXPECT something NEW.
